There is a metal drum inside of a laser printer.  The laser shines a pattern on the drum to make letters or images.  The spots on the drum that have been shined have a charge of static electricity.  The drum rotates and the parts that are charged pick up a the toner—which is a fine black powder.  The drum keeps rotating and rolls over a piece of paper and drops the toner onto the paper.  The paper then passes through the fuser, where the toner is melted onto the paper.
