Goals and Objectives

This course provides an introduction to the design, creation, and maintenance of Web pages and Websites. You will learn how to build professional quality visuals and information pages for the Web. You will also learn about technology standards and designing for all audiences, including hearing and vision impaired. You will create a basic Web page, and then add images, sound, video and a number of design techniques. In addition to learning Basic HTML, we will learn to create Web pages using Adobe Dreamweaver and Flash. You will also learn some basic use of JavaScript and CSS.
